Why do the women who are interviewed wear (or don’t wear) the hijab/niqab?
What do their families think?

What to their husbands think?

Do/did they feel oppressed by wearing the hijab/nigab?

Other information you found relevant/important?
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Step 3: Answer the following reflection questions (type your answers).

7. What did you learn that you did not know before (note: this is NOT an opinion question)?
If none of this was new to you, describe what you think most people wouldn’t know.

8. As astudent of anthropology (and citizen of the world), what do you think the most
important points are that emerge in the interview. Answer in 4 or 5 sentences.
